WHEN: Thursday, July 29-Monday, August 2, 2010
WHERE: Mars Hill College, in Mars Hill, North Carolina
WHY: To learn the show, which will be performed at football games and band competitions. The show is a large investment of time and money. It becomes a sound investment when the band members have learned to march and memorize their music prior to attending camp. When these two things happen before camp, the time at camp can be spent learning the show on the field. Practices after camp can then be used for perfecting the show.

WHO: All members of the Millbrook High School Marching Band who wish to perform at football games and band competitions. Everyone is required to attend camp. Any conflicts should be discussed with the director. She will decide if your absence is excused.

MEDICAL AND EMERGENCIES: The band maintains a first aid kit, which accompanies the band at all times.

NOTE: Band members are not allowed to use the phone except in the case of emergency. Please keep in mind that the director and chaperones are with the band and readily available to the band students.

PAYMENT: The first two summer fair share payments must be made in full prior to attending camp. Any money already credited to a students fair share account may be applied to payment for band camp.

DUE DATES: The deposit of $100 must be received by May 28, 2010 accompanied by the forms listed on the band camp checklist. The second and third payments are due on June 15 and July 15.
